Reflection: * Aperuit Illis, #8 

Regular reading of sacred Scripture and the celebration of the Eucharist make it possible for us to 
see ourselves as part of one another. As Christians, we are a single people, making our pilgrim way 
through history, sustained by the Lord, present in our midst, who speaks to us and nourishes us. 

Sacred Scripture and the sacraments are thus inseparable. When the sacraments are introduced and 
illumined by God’s word, they become ever more clearly the goal of a process whereby Christ opens our 
minds and hearts to acknowledge his saving work. We should always keep in mind the teaching found in 
the Book of Revelation: The Lord is standing at the door and knocking. If anyone should hear his voice 
and open for him, he will come in and eat with them (cf. 3:20). Christ Jesus is knocking at our door in 
the words of sacred Scripture. If we hear his voice and open the doors of our minds and hearts, then he 
will enter our lives and remain ever with us.

Meditation from Dei Verbum 

The Church has always venerated the Scriptures just as she venerates the body of the Lord, since, 
especially in sacred liturgy, she unceasingly receives and offers to the faithful the bread of life from the 
table both of God's Word and of Christ's Body. She has always maintained them, and continues to do so, 
together with sacred tradition, as the supreme rule of faith, since, as inspired by God and committed 
once and for all to writing, they impart the Word of God Himself without change, and make the voice of 
the Holy Spirit resound in the words of the prophets and Apostles. Therefore, like the Christian religion 
itself, all the preaching of the Church must be nourished and regulated by sacred Scripture. For in the 
sacred books, the Father who is in heaven meets His children with great love and speaks with them; and 
the force and power in the word of God is so great that it stands as the support and energy of the Church, 
the strength of faith for her sons, the food of the soul, the pure and everlasting source of spiritual life. 
Consequently, these words are perfectly applicable to sacred Scripture: "For the word of God is living 
and active" (Heb. 4:12) and "it has power to build you up and give you your heritage among all those 
who are sanctified" (Acts 20:32; see 1 Thess. 2:13).
