He did not
enter by means of the blood of goats and calves; but he entered the Most Holy Place once for all by his
own blood, having obtained eternal redemption. The blood of goats and bulls and the ashes of a heifer
sprinkled on those who are ceremonially unclean sanctify them so that they are outwardly clean. How
much more, then, will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself unblemished to
God, cleanse our consciences from acts that lead to death, so that we may serve the living God! For this
reason Christ is the mediator of a new covenant, that those who are called may receive the promised
eternal inheritance—now that he has died as a ransom to set them free from the sins committed under
the first covenant.

Reflection from the Catechism: As we forgive

...Now - and this is daunting - this outpouring of mercy cannot penetrate our hearts as long as we have
not forgiven those who have trespassed against us. Love, like the Body of Christ, is indivisible; we
cannot love the God we cannot see if we do not love the brother or sister we do see. (cf. 1 John 4:20) In
refusing to forgive our brothers and sisters, our hearts are closed and their hardness makes them
impervious to the Father's merciful love; but in confessing our sins, our hearts are opened to his grace.
(CCC, 2840)

...Forgiveness is a high-point of Christian prayer; only hearts attuned to God's compassion can receive
the gift of prayer. Forgiveness also bears witness that, in our world, love is stronger than sin. The
martyrs of yesterday and today bear this witness to Jesus. Forgiveness is the fundamental condition of
the reconciliation of the children of God with their Father and of men with one another.[John Paul I,
Dives in Misericordia, 14] (CCC, 2844)

Silent Reflection

Meditation: (Spe Salvi, Prayer is a school of hope)

A first essential setting for learning hope is prayer. When no one listens to me any more, God still listens
to me. When | can no longer talk to anyone or call upon anyone, I can always talk to God. When there is
no longer anyone to help me deal with a need or expectation that goes beyond the human capacity for
hope, he can help me[25]. When | have been plunged into complete solitude ...; if | pray | am never
totally alone.®?

To pray is not to step outside history and withdraw to our own private corner of happiness. When we
pray properly we undergo a process of inner purification which opens us up to God and thus to our
fellow human beings as well. In prayer we must learn what we can truly ask of God—what is worthy of
God.*

* In memory of Pope Benedict XVI, this year’s Meditations will be taken from his encyclical Spe Salvi — in hope
we were saved - that reminds us of the future awaiting us in Jesus Christ.
